We just want to fill you in 
on what is going on. As the first year of VCAL 
at Fitzroy High School, we have been invited 

by School Council to participate in a project for 
Personal Development Skills where we are re 
landscaping the front of the school in 
celebration of the tenth anniversary of the re-
opening of the school in 2004. We were given 
a design brief by the School Council which 
involves creating an attractive space where 
people can sit in shaded areas and walk on 
proper paths and which reflects the character 
of the local area.  

We spent the first few weeks brainstorming 
what we would like the front of the school to 
look like. We were given the master plan and 
some ideas that School Council already had 
including a plan drawn up by Tim Dolan, 
builder and former member of the Built and 
Natural Environment Committee.
