In another first for the reborn Fitzroy High
School; Ben and Sandra took the Year 12
students to the Yarra Tertiary Information
Service (TIS) at Melbourne University last
Thursday.

It is fair to say that in a sea of 300+ girls
from The Academy of Mary Immaculate
and Genanzano, Fitzroy High School
students stood out, especially as we had
the honour of front row seats.

TIS comprised a panel of university, TAFE
and independent tertiary college (ITC)
representatives as well as a current
university student in her honours year.

The panel presented information on the
different pathways available after VCE,
and the difference between universities,
TAFEs and ITCs. The process for
applying through VTAC was explained in
detail. Students services available at
university was also explained.

It was valuable having a university student
share her experiences of decision-making,
applying for courses both through VTAC
and interstate as well as discussing
scholarship application. She discussed
her experience of transition from school to
university.

Jesse eloquently asked the “planted”
question set up for him by the panel as
well as asking for clarification on the
abolition of full-fee paying university
courses for 2009.

Following the presentation students were
able to access information directly from
representatives from universities, TAFEs
and ITCs at booths set up at the back of
Wilson Hall.
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Full fee university courses abolished

self-guided campus tour.

The TIS representatives were very
impressed with our students who
presented as a well grounded and
attentive group.

Following is a summary of what we learnt:

From 2009 Universities will be offering
local students only Commonwealth
Supported Places (CSP). A CSP
university course is subsidised by the
government, where 1/3 of the cost is to be
paid by the student. This can be $8,000+.

There will be no full fee paying courses
available. This means selection will be
based on ENTER along with any other
required supplementary information.
University courses are taught in a
combination of large lectures with students
from a range of courses followed by
smaller tutorial groups.

TAFE courses are vocationally orientated
and linked to industry. Some courses
articulate to university. Students generally
stay in the
