Following is an edited extract from The
Age Newspaper, which appeared in
August:

Young Australians have been the main
victims of the recession, accounting for all
the net 122,000 full-time jobs lost in
Australia in the last year.

The Bureau of Statistics data also show
that in net terms, almost all the lost full-
time jobs has been among men.
Employment of women has risen in the
past year, although all that growth is part
time. And those least affected by the
recession have been older workers.

Even as economists declare the recession
over, experts are warning that youth
unemployment is set to get worse, as the
young to struggle to enter the job market ,
suffer cuts in working hours, or get laid
off.

Thousands more appear to have stayed
on at school or TAFE to avoid entering a
depressed labour market. Bureau figures
show that among teenage males not in
full-time education, unemployment has
doubled in a year, from 9.1 per cent to 8.5
per cent.

Separate data on government welfare
payments shows the number of people on
Youth Allowance who are not in full-time
study or an apprenticeship swelled from
65,000 to 85,000 in the year until July.

Under the Government’s controversial
“earn or learn” jobs compact, people aged
under 21 who have not finished high
school will be cut off welfare payments
unless they take part in education or
training programs.

The policy aims to prod the young
unemployed to get qualifications that will

help them find jobs in the upturn. Critics
claim it could lead to “useless” short
courses.

Workers aged 15 to 24 accounted for all
of the net loss of 122,000 full-time jobs.
Workers aged 25 to 54 lost 66,000 full-
time jobs between them - but that meant
they lost just 1per cent of their full-time
jobs, whereas the young saw 12 per cent
of their jobs disappear.

The most startling change has been
among workers aged 55 and over. Inthe
1991-92 recession they were laid off in
their tens of thousands, never to work
again.

University of Newcastle labour economist
Bill Mitchell said the burden of the
downturn was falling disproportionately on
teenagers who had quit full-time
education. “Once again we trash our
kids,” he said.

Professor Mitchell said even when the
economy started growing, weak economic
growth and a rapidly growing labour force
would mean higher unemployment,
although the stimulus packages would
limit job losses.

A senior analyst at the University of
Sydney’s Workplace Research Centre,
Mike Rafferty, said the worst impact of a
downturn fell on those out of the labour
market or only loosely connected to it. Dr
Rafferty warned that high youth
unemployment contributed to serious
social problems, including mental iliness
and crime.

He said the challenge was to find work for
the long-term unemployed, because after
two years out of work, it was hard for
them to come back.

Course Pathway
Options

It is wise when applying for
courses through VTAC to
put down both university
and TAFE options.
Remember that if you hope
to study at university but
miss out on a place, it is
often possible to gain
credits for university from a
relevant TAFE course. Two
years at TAFE often gives
one year of credit
(sometimes more) at
university in a related
course.

Several institutions are both
a university and a TAFE (eg
Swinburne, RMIT, VU),
while others have links with
a TAFE (eg La Trobe with
NMIT) making it easier to
move. It is of interest to note
that many students who
complete a university
degree complete a TAFE
course later on as well.

It is wise
when
applying for
courses
through VTAC
to put down

both
university and
TAFE options.

If you applied for courses by
30 September, you can
change your application

up to 30 October. You can
also change it from 30 Nov
to 21 December. VCE
results are available on 14
December.

NEW COURSES NOT IN
